SEARCA Agri-Innovator Program (AIP) 
November to December 2024 | Hybrid
The AIP is a non-formal short-term training program that delves into agricultural
innovation space using a human-centric approach with actual scenarios and processes
that work not just in theory, but in actual practice as well. Participants are segmented
into the ideation stage or Minimum Viable Product (MVP) stage. 

TrAInS aims to engage the participants in analyzing the
challenges facing agriculture and in developing
collaborative and transformative programs for
agricultural development. In doing so, participants could
propose innovative programs that may positively impact
their agricultural innovation systems.

Sessions include keynote addresses
from renowned HEI leaders and one-on-one coaching sessions with thought leaders
in HEI management and leadership.
